Fencing/Cameras
Nithy reported that work on the fencing was progressing according to plans and that the large gates require some extra work before it could be installed. The time frame is 2 weeks. Controversial Items on/before April 25th
Temporary Chair: Mahendra
Jagjit Nayyar enquired from Nithy the reason behind his email to the membership just before the April 25th AGM.  Nithy replied that he was acting in response to another earlier email sent by three other members. Nithy argued that he was seeking verification of the facts.
At this point, Nithy proposed the following, seconded by Hemant:

There was a discussion after which a vote was conducted.  In favour: 2,  Against: 3, Abstain: 6.  The motion was defeated.
